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Mrs Wambui Kariku, a 43-year-old mother of three, has been shopping for a house
since 2011. She lived in a three-bedroom house and shared washroom and kitchen
facilities with four other families with rent of Sh8,000 per month.
She had hoped to enjoy the living standards availed by a two or three bedroom
self-contained bungalows in a secure gated community but thanks to her financial
situation, this became a distant dream.

She visited other modern developments she thought would be affordable, but
their distance from the central business district proved prohibitive. She gave her
landlord  a  month  notice  when  she  finally  secured  a  three  bedroom modern
apartment in Embakasi, East of Nairobi.
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
